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Many great traditions in art have a foundation in the art of one of the great ancient civilizations: Ancient
Egyvpt, Mesopotamia, Persia, India, China, Ancient Greece, Rome, as well as Inca, Maya, and Olmec. Each of
these developed a unique and characteristic style in its art. Because of the size and duration of these
civilizations, more of their artworks have survived and more of their influence has been transmitted to other
cultures and later times.
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Self-respect is the foundation of all true manliness and womanliness. When a person has lost this, there is
little that can be done for him or her. Self-respect is the basis of all the virtues. It is important that
self-respect must not be confused with vanity. Vanity finds its delight solely in the good opinion of others;
Self-respect is, to a great degree, independent of the opinion of others. We should, up to a certain point,
seek the good opinion of those about us; and it is natural to enjoy the possession of it. Self-respect,
however, will not vield to any meanness to gain it, and though the persons who respect themselves may be
troubled when this good opinion is lost without good cause, they will not worry too much about it.

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In the traditional performing arts, Korean storytelling is done in both ritualistic shamanistic ways and the
crossovers between the visual arts and the performing arts. Depicted on wall paintings in ancient tombs, the
various performing arts nearly always involved Korean masks, costumes with Korean knots, Korean
embroidery, and a dense overlay of art in combination with other arts. The performing arts have always been
linked to the fabric arts' not just in costumes but in woven screens behind the plays, ornaments woven or
embroidered or knotted, to indicate rank and position, or as shamanistic charms.
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Painting has a long history and has its documented origins in caves and on rock faces. The finest examples,
about 32,000 years old, are the paintings on the walls and ceilings in the Chauvet and Lascaux caves,
depicting bison, cattle, horses and deer. The Greeks contributed to painting but much of their work has been
lost. Greek and Roman art contributed to Byzantine art in the 4th century BC. A significant contribution to
European art was from Italy's Renaissance painters. From Giotto in the 13th century to Leonardo da Vinci and
Raphael at the 16th century, this was the richest period in ltalian art as the chraroscuro techniques were used
to create the illusion of 3-D space. Painters in northern Europe too were influenced by the Italian school.
They used the glazing technique with oils to achieve depth and luminosity. The Renaissance period also
witnessed the emergence of the great Dutch masters such as the versatile Rembrandt who was especially
remembered for his portraits and Bible scenes, and Vermeer who specialized in interior scenes of Dutch life.
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
