Pointillism is.a technique of painting in which small, distinct dots of color are applied in patterns to
form an image. Georges Seurat and Paul Signac developed the technigue in 1886, branching from
Impressionism. The term "Pointillism" was coined by art critics in the late 1880s to ridicule the works of
these artists, and is now used without its earlier mocking connotation. The movement Seurat began
with this technique is known as Neo-impressionism. The technique relies on the ability of the eye and
mind of the viewer to blend the color spots into a fuller range of tones. The practice of Pointillism 1s in
sharp contrast to the traditional methods of blending pigments on a palette. The majority of Pointillism
Is done in oil paint, even though, in principle, anything may be used in its place such as watercolor,
acrylic, chalk pastel, or any combination of these. The reason for the preference is that unlike others it
offers thickness and tendency not to run or bleed.
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
